The Internal Revenue Service has deter-
mined that ICS is exempt from Federal.
Income Tax under section 501(c)(3) of
the Internal Revenue Code—a status re-
served for associations organized and
operated exclusively for charitable, scien-
tific, religious, literary or educational
purposes. An immediate advantage for
USA members is that all funds paid ICS
in dues, subs or donations are deductible
by the donor on his or her annual income
tax form. (Similar status is being applied
for with the various Inland Revenues of
Canada, Australia, New Zealand and UK.)

WSC PLANNED AHEAD
ICS member, Professor Karol Krotki

of the University of Alberta, Edmonton,
sprang to the defense of WSC in the To-
ronto Globe & Mail last November, deny-
ing a charge by Prof. J. K. Fedorowicz
that WSC gave no thought to what kind
of Europe would emerge from WW2. Prof.
Krotki noted that WSC "did think ahead
and would have preferred to attack Eu-
rope through the Balkans, forestalling the
march of Russian armies into the heart of
Europe. It was Eisenhower who did not
read his Clausewitz and thought of war
as a theatre show that comes to an end
at 11 o'clock . . . Roosevelt in his naivete
followed Eisenhower's advice and Chur-
chill, by then much the junior partner,

had to give in. Funnily enough, once the
deed was done, Churchill defended it on
almost moral grounds, while the Ameri-
cans, particularly the straightforward
Truman, defended Tehran, Yalta and
Potsdam, merely as political necessity."

WSC'S COMPLAINTS ABOUT USA
After one of his American lecture

tours Churchill was asked if he had any
dislikes. His reply: "Toilet paper too
thin, newspapers too fat."

JFK SAID. . .
Newspaper collector John Frost sent

us a wartime British clipping, on the
reverse of which we found some 1940
remarks by 23-year-old John F. Kennedy,
son of the American ambassador. JFK
had just published his book (with the
take-off title from one of WSC's works),
WHY ENGLAND SLEPT. Referring to
Secretary of War Henry Stimson's urging
that the US assume the possibility of
Britain falling within 30 days, JFK said,
"America can only guarantee her position
by preparing for the wors t . . . the US can
learn her lesson from England's failure to
awake in time . . . America is now making
the same mistake in assuming that Eng-
land with her Fleet stands between us and
the European totalitarian threat. At our
present slow rate of preparing we may
be faced with the menace before we are
ready for it."

Well, England awoke in time after all.
JFK's remarks are more appropriate to
the Eighties than the Forties.

today, 18 years after his death and
43 years after his "finest hour," WSC is
the most quoted, pictured, written-about
personage in the Free World, religious
figures excepted. We know of two stage
plays, four lengthy and a half-dozen
short TV dramas, two movies which have
been produced. We hear of a television
drama (and another about Clemmie), a
stage play. Books continue to pour off
the presses about The Great Man.

But the most amazing evidence of his
ubiquity is the constant quotation of his
deathless words, the constant referral to
his heroic action. No week goes by with-
out several references to him on TV or
allusion to him on the radio. Politicians
quote him frequently, and columnists
constantly refer to his words.

All, I think, because WSC spoke truth,
and not only the truth of the moment,
but truths which can and should live
forever. FDR was a great speaker, spoke
many contemporary truths, but aside
from "We have nothing to fear but fear
itself," he is seldom quoted. Hitler, a
marvelous speaker, left nothing worth
quoting. Stalin has been wiped from the
history books. De Gaulle, one of the
greatest of French patriots, was too
provincial. Churchill, only Churchill,
survives as the standard reference point
for free peoples.

Q: An early issue explained why Turkey
Scott §994 (SG §1413) the battleship
Yavuz (ex-Goebevi) is Churchill-Related.
What about §992 (SG §1411), the
Hamidiye?

A: The Hamidiye is a peripheral C-R. WSC
quotes her First Lieutenant in The World
Crisis Vol. II (T-B 1st Edn p. 266): "I had
no doubt personally that the British Fleet
could get through [the Dardanelles] on
March 18 or very soon after." Our ships-
on-stamps expert, Arthur Mears, tells us
that Hamidiye (ex-Abdul Hamid, built
1903) is still afloat! She is a training ship
for the Turkish Reserve Fleet. Says Art,
"She was damaged by torpedoes in the
Balkan War and by -mines in the Black Sea
during WW1. She is also on Turkey Scott
#263/276/286. These stamps show her in
her original rig; the later stamp shows her
in her present rig as a training ship."

Q: / am having trouble finding 1st Ameri-
can editions of THE WORLD CRISIS
(published by Scribners). Are these rarer
than the English editions?

A: The Woods bibliography ($28.50 ppd
from Churchilliana Co.) lists 7380 first
editions of the English Vol I but does not
say how many Scribners firsts were pub-
lished. We have found that the English
(Thornton-Butterworth) editions are
more common, especially complete (five
in six.) In two years of Churchill book
collecting I've yet to find a complete six-
book set of the Scribners edition. RML

Q: Will somebody please tell me how
many Princess Diana/Royal Birth souvenir
sheets were issued, either picturing WSC
or listing him in the genealogy; Every
time 1 turn around there's another one.

A: It's time we straightened this confu-
sion out. Here is a complete list of all
geneological souvenir sheets, each of
which lists WSC five times! Only Turks &
Caicos Islands' sheet also pictures WSC,
however. (The famous relative of Princess
Diana shown on each sheet is noted in
parentheses.)

Type A: original Birthday issue.
Type B: Royal Baby overprint.

Antigua &Barbuda: A&B(Adm. Seymour)
Bhutan: A&B (Franklin Roosevelt)
Dominica: A&B (John Adams)
Grenada: A&B (Humphrey Bogart)

Q: Another WORLD CRISIS question.
Why is this Churchill work often billed as
"4 in 5"or "5 in 6"?

A: The reason is that there were only five
volumes, but because Vol III came in two
parts there were six books:
Voll: 1911-1914
Vol II: 1915
Vol III, Part 1: 1916-1918
Vol HI, Part 2: 1916-1918
Vol IV: THEAFTERMATH(1918-1928)
VolV: THE EASTERN FRONT (aka

THE UNKNOWN WAR).
Thus "4 in 5" usually means Vols I-IV

exclusive of THE EASTERN FRONT/
THE UNKNOWN WAR, which was pub-
lished in 1931 and is not often found
complete with the other volumes. A set
of WORLD CRISIS described as "5 in 6"
is complete (and expensive.)

Wanting to know more about the Ameri-
can Churchill I wrote to Dal Newfield,
who replied:

"Yes, Winston Churchill and Winston
Churchill met in Boston to decide who
would use the initials and who not. Up to
then, "our" Winston used "Winston L. S.
Churchill." They agreed that the novelist
would become Winston Churchill while
ours would become Winston S. Churchill.
Odd that both quite famous writers at
that time had the same name. Many book
dealers don't know the difference either.
I think the only Winston Churchill novel
that has held up is THE CRISIS; the rest
are mostly forgotten. [Is THE CRISIS
still in print because many bibliophiles
order it thinking it is THE WORLD
CRISIS? -Ed.]

Churchill's
"Smallest" Speech:
The 1954 "Enosis"
Stamps From Greece
Would You Believe 691 Words On One Stamp?

NEXT TO the Rhodesia 1965 Independ-
ence overprint (FH #37), one of the most
desirable and valuable Churchill stamp
issues is the Greece Enosis set of 1954
(Scott 568-73, SG 728-33). Unlike most
recognized Churchill stamps, these do not
depict WSC, but rather a quote from one
of his speeches—and not from 1954, but
from 1907, when Churchill was Under-
secretary of State for the Colonies. The
quote is part of a greatly reduced portion
of Hansard, the Parliamentary Debates,
and includes 691 words-probably the
most ever reproduced on a single postage
stamp.

These stamps in mint condition have
reached tremendous asking prices, ranging
as high as $150-200 US, though presently
available for less. The huge price increase
of Greek stamps from 1945 onward is
mainly due to high demand both domes-
tically and from abroad. Mint varieties
through 1960 are quite scarce, and the
"Enosis" set is particularly expensive
because of the high emotional appeal for
both Greek and Cypriot stamp collectors.

In 1954, the Greek Prime Minister,
Field Marshall A. Papagos, asked the
United Nations to provide a resolution on
Cyprus' independence from Britain. The
date fixed for the UN debate was 22
November 1954. Some months earlier, on
Wednesday 28 July, a debate on Cyprus
had occurred in the House of Commons.

Many MPs spoke in favor of the Cypriot
people's right to decide their future and
asked the British Government under
Churchill to accept a Referendum for the
Island's union (or "enosis") with Greece.

Greek postal authorities considered
extracts from Hansard the best advocate
of the case and decided to give them the
widest possible distribution and emphasis.
Thus they elected to produce a set of
stamps including the Hansard text in three
languages, English, French and Greek. To
add drama to the design, a black ink
blot was laid over tKe Hansard text, sym-
bolizing the British Government's for-
getfulness about its promises of Cypriot
independence.

Highlight of the House of Commons
debate was a speech by Labour MP Lena
Jeger, who quoted the remarks of the
Prime Minister. 47 years before during a
visit to Cyprus, where he spoke to the
Cypriot Legislative Council. Indeed WSC
spoke with understanding and very favor-
ably for a possible union of Cyprus with
what he called "their mother country"
(Greece). Sir Winston's words were con-
tained in the first lines of the extract,
and are reproduced herewith. A curious
error was perpetuated in the two English
language stamps, in which the last line of
Labour MP Richard Crossman's speech
condemning Tory Party colonial policy
was omitted and follows rather abruptly
with a comment from Aneurin Bevan.

In August 1954 the Greek Post Office
asked its printers to prepare the set of
stamps, but they were unable to fulfill
this obligation because of their lack of
proper printing machines: the 691 words
had to fit a tiny stamp, yet be readable

with the use of a good magnifying lens.
The Post Office then asked the Banknotes
Printing Office of the Greek Central Bank
to assist them, and finally the specimens
were ready. The first day of issue was set
for 22 November, when the U.N. debate
started. The Greek delegation presented
all participants with a set of the "Enosis"
stamps. It was a philatelic event which
caused worldwide concern and high de-
mand for the set.

The reaction of the British GPO was
perhaps to be expected. All letters posted
from Greece to the UK bearing these
stamps were returned to Greece as
"unacceptable."

The following is a complete list of
the six values, with quantities noted in
the Vlastos Catalogue of Greek Stamps
and catalogue numbers from Scott and
Stanley Gibbons:

The Scott catalogue value in 1979,
which is approximately equivalent to
today's depressed market values, was
$78.50 mint and $15.15 used. Contrary
to what we might expect, the 4 drachma
citron (yellow-green) value is the highest
priced in the set despite its large quantity,
at $22.50 and $2.50. Lower values were
pegged at $ 13 mint except for the 1.20dr,
which was $4.



Churchillophilately:

A UNIQUE COVER TRIO
by Ronald E. Golding

The photograph reproduced herewith
shows covers in my collection addressed
to President Roosevelt, Reichschancellor
Hitler, and the Rt Hon Winston Churchill,
respectively dated 15 May 1938, 31 De-
cember 1933, and 19 November 1945. I
think they make an interesting and evoca-
tive memento of the War Years. A cover
addressed to Stalin would complete the
collection. If any reader has one, I would
be willing to swap a Churchill cover or
purchase. [Contact Mr. Golding at PO

Mr. Churchill did not*favor the idea of
anyone making money out of everyday
Churchilliana, and issued strict instruc-
tions to his staff to ensure that such
material did not get into the hands of the
public. This ban extended to the enve-
lopes enclosing the thousands of letters
he received in the course of a year. In
my time the secretarial staff carefully
collected all the opened envelopes and
placed them in large sacks, which were
tied up and then put out for garbage
collection. Remember that this was years
before the advent of the paper shredder —
fortunately, as it turned out.

I am without shame when I confess
that I managed to sidetrack a number of
these envelopes. Some were addressed to
the House of Commons, others to Hyde
Park Gate or Chartwell. Today, these
Chifrchill covers are comparatively rare
and give an added interest to my stamp
collection.

I often wonder if any of those dust-
men were also stamp collectors. They had
such a wonderful opportunity!

NEW CHURCHILL ISSUES
For a rundown on the Princess Diana/

Royal Baby souvenir sheets, which display
an interesting geneology of Diana's (and
WSC's) relations including 17 U.S. Presi-
dents, see "Riddles, Mysteries, Enigmas."
Also in 1982, now-combined entity of
Antigua and Barbuda portrayed WSC,
Stalin and FDR at Yalta in the 45^ Roose-
velt Centenary issue. And the rock of

Redonda has issued a set of two stamps
plus a S/S for Princess Diana, the $2 value
showing her with WSC, the $4 value with
FDR. (ICS in conjunction with the Roose-
velt Society has jointly ordered this set,
and collectors may buy the WSC issue
singly at much less than the full set price
— see our classified ads in this issue.)

Redonda is a
rock of one-half square mile area.

DAVAAR ISLAND LOCALS
The advent of our new checklist re-

quires some rethinking of our locals
column, the Davaar section of which was
planned for this issue. Since the checklist
itself will list all local stamps it would be
repetitious to run separate articles on
them. The checklist of locals will, how-
ever, provide notes about each entity, and
the postal genuinity, (or lack of it) of
each.

THE CHURCHILL STAMP CHECKLIST
The first installment of our illustrated

checklist of Churchill stamps appears at
right, the effort of two outstanding phila-
telists in Australia, and philatelic editor
Glen Browne.

Peter Jenkins of Victoria developed the
format, which is explained on the page
following. To Peter's Stanley Gibbons
and Cams numbers, I added Scott and
Minkus numbers. The local section will
use numbers from the Rosen catalogue of
British Locals and the Backman-Forrester
catalogue of smaller Channel Isles (Herm,
Jethou, etc.) When fully published, the
checklist will be 100 percent complete,
as several of us have been tracking stamps
for 14 years.

Peter Buchanan of Campbell, near
Canberra, has checked and made some
additions to Peter Jenkins' list, and has
created a statistical analysis based on his
own collection and Jenkins'. His defini-
tions are: Forerunners, 1965/7 issues,
1975 issues and "others." The last
includes all stamps not specifically for
WSC, but for JFK, DeGaulle, Roosevelt
and other subjects including some items
showing Churchill. His totals:

Peter's figures do not include the 1982
crop of Churchill issues, which number
three stamps (Redonda twice, Antigua/
Barbuda once) and 22 mini sheets. So,
if you've wondered exactly how many
Churchill topical stamps there are, the
answer is 1306 plus 231 mini-sheets for a
total of 1537, produced by 187 issuing
entities. — Glen Browne



Section 1: Checklist of Churchill Stamps
This section of the Churchill Collectors

Handbook lists all regular postage stamps issued
in commemoration of Sir Winston Churchill
from 1945 (Colombia) to the present. The
majority of these picture WSC; a few depict
Churchill-related scenes; and one or two involve
either quotes or symbols such as the "V-sign."
Subsequent Handbook sections will list errors/
flaws/varieties, locals and labels.

ICS makes no attempt to establish or deny
the postal validity of any stamps, but the Amer-
ican Philatelic Society's list of "Black Blots"
may be found useful. The Black Blot list is a
yardstick for judging stamps which may have
been produced primarily for collectors, rather
than for posting mail.

Illustrations are profuse, but space prohibits
our illustrating each and every design. Where
designs within a set differ, we have attempted
to illustrate the highest value, inasmuch as
stamp catalgoues tend to show the lowest value.
In the case of omnibus issues such as Church-
hill/1966 and Princess Diana/1982, we have
illustrated the common design only once, since
further illustrations would be repetitive.

The 1982 Princess Diana/Royal Birth Omni-
bus proved difficult to evaluate for inclusion
here. The stamp design itself does not depict
Churchill; the souvenir sheets contain a geneo-

logy in which WSC's name appears at the upper
righthand corner (but only that of Turks &
Caicos Islands actually pictures Churchill).
Ultimately we decided that any mention of
WSC makes the issue a Churchill stamp, so all
souvenir sheets (including those overprinted for
the Royal Birth) were listed. Each pictures a
personality related to the Princess of Wales and,
therefore, to WSC as well.

Catalogues. For the convenience of Com-
monwealth as well as American collectors, ICS
used, wherever available, both the Scott and
Stanley Gibbons (StanGb) catalogue numbers
in referring to Churchill stamps. Where such
numbers were not available, we have substi-
tuted from two other leading catalogues, Minkus
and Carus. For clarity reasons it was not felt
desirable to list catalogue numbers from other
than these four, since they cover nearly all
Churchill issues and since other catalogues are
more obscure and less readily available.

Editorial style. Each perforated original de-
sign is given aline entirely to itself. Where actual
Churchill designs occupy only a portion of a
set, only those designs are listed-but we have
also listed the complete set's number span. This
was done because individual stamps from most
sets are usually obtainable only by purchasing
the entire set; thus collectors often need to

know the extent of the full set.
Where imperforate sets were also issued,

these are listed in group form when they exactly
parallel the perforate varieties. Souvenir sheets
are listed in all variations perforate and imper-
forate, with one line for each.

These will be provided in Finest
How as received, and can be entered in your
checklist in pen and ink.

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Sell-Out at Potsdam: Whodunnit?

What Did the PM Know, and When Did He Know It?

MEETING AT POTSDAM, by Charles L. Mee, Jr.
M. Evans £ Co. Inc., New York, 1975, 301pp.

In the Prologue to this book, Charles L.
Mee, Jr. takes pains to dissociate himself
from what he calls "leftist revisionists."
The then paints a picture of Churchill at
Potsdam that would please all but the most
rabid radicals. WSC, Mee says, brought his
own view of the world to Potsdam; a view
so divergent from Truman's that no paral-
lel policy could be formulated with which
to confront Stalin. Nor does Harry Truman JVS, WSC pre
emerge unscathed: There was no need to
drop the bomb, Mee says—Japan wanted to surrender anyway.
He offers as proof Japanese representations to the then-
still-non-belligerent Soviet Union, which helpfully for-
warded the Japanese overtures to Truman. Said overtures
actually offered unconditional surrender provided only
that they could keep their Emperoi—the same terms
eventually agreed upon. But Truman ignored Japan's
offer in order to drop the bomb, keeping the Russians
out of the Japanese war until the last minute, and sel-
1 ing out the peacemakers. Simple, right?

But Churchill is Mee's number one bogeyman. "Chur-
chill had once offered common citizenship to the Ameri-
cans [when, exactly?] as well as the French, and now
that the war was over he tried to evoke a common fear
of Russia and Communism to draw America closer to Bri-
tain." The Americans resisted Churchill's cajolery
because they wanted "to do away with the old rivalries
for spheres of influence; yet, of course, our State
Department recognized that we had a 'special relation-
ship' with South America. But...we did not want our own

'hemispherical solidarity1 to provide Russia with a pre-
text to claim any 'special relationship1 with her bor-
dering countries in eastern Europe." (As if the USA's
Latin-American relationship bore any resemblance to the
murderous grasp of the Red Army on Eastern Europe.)

Also, Mee states, the US thought it "essential to
undermine British attempts to create a western European
bloc." (No argument there: the US did so. Until 1949,
when it realized Churchill had been right all along.)

You begin to wonder about the honesty of this book
when you open to the photographs. Churchill first ap-
pears in his snappy RAF uniform, then in his wrinkled
suit. "Churchill appears less vigorous in his civilian
dress," says Mee, who is convinced WSC was in advanced
senility by 1945 on the basis of reading Moran. Did you
ever see anyone who looked more vigorous in civilian
dress than in uniform?

Stalin is shown with "his crippled left arm held
rigidly"—except that it's his right arm that's rigid.
Did JVS have two crippled arms? An official photo of
the Big Three is captioned, "Churchill slouched,
scowling at Stalin." Well, Churchill always slouched,
but anyone with eyes can see that he is smiling.

More revealing are the sources quoted. Mee relies
for most of his Churchill insights on Cadogan, who
•despised WSC, and Moran, who only saw him when he was
feeling ill. There's little reference to the more
evenhanded biographers. Most of the Stalin footnotes
are from Djilas, and everything JVS says seems to be
accepted at face value, while every utterance of WSC
or Truman is analyzed for secret meanings.

Withal, Mee remains indifferent to the Churchill
position on virtually everything. He criticizes WSC
for inconsistency in saying Britain entered the war to
preserve Poland but objecting to "Poland's request to
take over 'one quarter of the arable land1 of Germany."
Not stated is that the Poland making this request was
the Stalin puppet government, and nowhere is there a
reference to the legitimate exile government of Poland.
Churchill's "Iron Curtain" speech at Fulton was nothing

more than a carefully planned public survey
by Truman "to see whether Americans were rea-
dy for a new call to arms," says Mee. Had he
bothered to investigate the reasons for WSC's
invitation to Fulton, and Truman's role in
it, even he would have doubtless altered this
"terminological inexactitude." Charles Mee
recognizes facts, as WSC would say—"and he
stands no nonsense from them."

Mee quotes with admiration the views of
US State Department theorist Louis J. Halle,
that Truman and Company were "intervention-
ists, while the rest of the country was, for
the most part, anti-interventionist." Remai—
kable. Did Louis J. Halle ever stop to ponder

what had "happened when the U.S. government was officially an-
ti-interventionist, say during the 1930s?

The Winston Churchill of this book is a corrupting influ-
ence who destroys the chances for real peace by "stirring up
and exacerbating suspicion and antagonism between America and
Russia. This man who loved war and struggle, who perceived
history as a battle between great forces of good and evil,
helped by the power of his rhetoric to persuade those who had
other powers that the world was divided into two huge and hos-
tfle camps." WSC is quoted (from his memoirs), "I had in view
to have a 'showdown' at the end of the Conference and, if ne-
cessary, to have a public break rather than allow anything
beyond the Oder and the Eastern Neisse to be ceded to Poland."
This, comments Charles Mee, "was all hot air."

Speaking of hot air, this book must have delighted those
whose specialty it is to denigrate great men. To them all,
and to Mee in particular, two posers: (1) Was it wrong for
Truman to desire to keep the Russians out of Japan, even if
that meant dropping an atomic bomb? (2) Was Churchill wrong
to see a world divided between two huge and hostile camps,
two opposing forces of good and evil? Or realistic? How
you view these posers depends a lot on whether you view
foreign affairs pragmatically or idealistically. Read this
book by all means: but if you favor the former approach,
brace yourself. —Richard M. Langworth

Two Books by WSC in 1900
SAVROLA: A TALE OF THE REVOLUTION IN LAURANIA, by Winston
Spencer Churchill (Woods A3), Longmans, Green £ Co., New
York (First Edition), London £ Bombay, 1900, 345 pp.

When Churchill found time to write a novel of some 70,000
words between Malakand and the River War, which would be a
surprising statement about almost anybody except Churchill,
he was in his 24th year. SAVROLA offers-an opportunity to
pry into the dreams of a young man of destiny, not merely
about his own political future but also that of dictators.

The scene is a Mediterranean republic where President
Antonio Molara is ruling the country in a manner reminiscent
of the Metaxas dictatorship in Greece. However, under the
leadership of Savrola, a well-bred young Democrat, the Na-
tional Party is on the up and up. In the inevitable confron-
tation, Molara enlists his beautiful wife Lucile to compro-
mise Savrola. But Lucile falls in love with the hero, saves
his life in a confrontation with a by-now doubly enraged
President, and Savrola rallies the forces who overthrow the
tyrant. Savrola himself is set upon by a "Secret Society"
(thinly disguised Socialists) led by the demonic Kreutz, a
sort of prototype Trotsky. Savrola and Lucile escape into
exile; Churchill says they eventually return, but no further
account of their later adventures, or indeed any other non-
fiction books, emerge from his pen.

To the contemporary critic SAVROLA would have seemed
merely one more Ruritanian romance that THE PRISONER OF
ZENDA had made so popular from 1894. For us, SAVROLA is
a significant revelation of WSC in his mid-20s. It is the
day-dream of a man of action, and if some accident or ill-

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Wilderness Years: A Review

Any TV Show About WSC Is Good

Well, it was a great show, folks. And inasmuch as any
TV epic about Sir Winston is a plus, we welcomed and en-
joyed it. We are beholden to WGBH in Boston, which most
kindly mentioned ICS in the letter sent to anyone who
inquired about the WILDERNESS YEARS book, resulting in
50 new members to date. Withal, we don't have much to
complain about. So why are we critiquing it?

Mainly, I suppose, because it is so universally
praised. 1 thought it good, but not that good; well
casted, but not that wel1 casted; accurate, but not
that accurate.

We may dismiss Lord Boothby's complaint (FH 36 p3)
that the Winston of this series is "a grumpy, vindic-
tive old man [who] shouts a l l the way through." Robert
Hardy captures what Martin Gilbert's books tel l us was
the Churchill of the Thirties: polit ically frustrated,
less than effective as a father, worried over many
matters—and simultaneously enjoying one of his most
productive decades as a writer and historian, not to
mention his zenith as a bricklayer and continued pro-
gress as an amateur a r t is t . Perhaps it would be remar-
kable of anyone else, but while engaged in a half-dozen
literary projects, any one of which would occupy a nor-
mal man fu l ly , WSC turned Chartwell into a paradise and
continued to be a force, however spurned, in polit ics.
His only wilderness was the one observers gave him.

And this, after a l l , is the weakness of the produc-
tion. It is admittedly hard to provide much TV action
around the writing of MARLBOROUGH, though we'd have
enjoyed seeing one of the old Duke's battlefields, with
WSC reciting lines from his manuscript. And there's no
drama to building a brick wall . We are given instead
the stuff that plays well: poli t ics, love, scandal and
hate. And here enter several exaggerations.

Adolf Hitler (Gunter Meisner), on the eve of power,
glares through a restaurant window at the Churchill he
refuses to meet—of course the real Hitler did no such
thing. Neville Chamberlain (Eric Porter), and his toady
Sir Horace Wilson (Clive Swift) go on thinking well of
Hitler even after March 1939—which is unfair to Chamber-
lain; heaven knows he did enough to be condemned for,
long before then. The desert scene with William Randolph
Hearst (Stephen El l iott ) and Marion Davies (Merrie Lynn
Ross), we are advised by the knowledgeable Professor
Russ Jones of Westminster College, never happened.

On the other hand, "Wilderness Years" brings out some
facets of the period extremely well . Randolph (Nigel
Havers) couldn't be more like Randolph. The enormous
risks run in violating the Official Secrets Act by Ralph
Wigram (Paul Freeman), Desmond Morton (Moray Watson) and
Wing Commander Anderson (David Quilter) are emphasized,
even for an American audience not apprised of the Act
i tsel f . And if we hadn't realized how often Stanley
Baldwin (Peter Barkworth) played WSC foul in the 1930s
(and how often Winston forgave him), "Wilderness Years"
does te l l us bluntly.

In general the casting was superb, as only British
television—with an army of br i l l iant actors among whom
can always be found a near-clone of anybody, guaranteed
to give a fine performance—can make i t . I thought Bald-
win was too pixieish, Ramsay MacDonald (Robert James) too
mousy, Adolf Hitler a caricature. But "The Prof" (David
Swift), Bracken (Tim Pigott-Smith), Beaverbrook (Strat-
ford Johns), Lord Derby (Frank Middlemass, transformed
from the kindly Headmaster in "To Serve Them All My
Days") and Chamberlain couldn't have been closer to
l i f e . And Sam Hoare (Edward Woodward) comes across as
the evil force he really was.

Most of the ladies—the vivacious "Goonie" (Jennifer
Hilary), noisy Nancy Astor (Marcella Markham), Sarah
(Chloe Salaman)— were well played, with one terrible
exception. Clementine (Sian Phillips) was simply awful.
"I keep seeing her," says ICS Treasurer George Lewis,
"sipping Perrier and wearing a toga."

This is not the Clemmie we have known through Mar-
tin Gilbert's and Mary Soames' biographies, but a
spoiled, pretentious, unhappy ex-deb, uninterested in
serving as Winston's pi l lar of strength—a f l i t t ing
mayfly, ever ready to run off with some handsome adven-
turer. All the more curious (for Phillips said she put
much research into the role), Clemmie is at sea both
l i tera l ly and figuratively. The scene in which she re-

returns from her 'Rosaura' voyage with an unnamed swash-
buckler (in l i f e , Terence Phillip) would thr i l l the NA-
TIONAL ENQUIRER, however inappropriate Its implications.
Phillips could have saved the part by reciting a few of
the real Clementine's letters during her voyage: "Do not
be vexed with your vagabond cat. She has gone off toward
the jungle with her tai l in the a i r , but she will return
presently to her basket and curl down comfortably."

Speaking of recitations, I was appalled at the bowd-
lerization of WSC's great speeches. Robert Hardy, despite
some unfortunate mouth action, had his part down perfect-
ly. One soon forgot the lovable vet Siegfried Farnon in
watching him here. But almost every great speech, though
beautifully delivered, was mercilessly cut to ribbons by
the editors. The hatchet job on WSC's greatest prewar
speech ("I have watched this famous Island...") is
unforgivable.

In a l l , though, it was a great yarn. Who else can you
think of who could so excite a TV audience during his
l i fe 's lowest ebb? As ever, Churchill stands alone. We
can only hope that the reception of "Wilderness Years"
has been sufficient to encourage further dramatizations
of more important periods—particularly the Admiralty
sojourn of 1911-15. We'll be waiting for i t .

ness had deprived the author of the opportunity to remain
a man of action that author might have written many more
romances and lef t an eminent name as a romancer. As des-
tiny ruled he remained hale and vigorous and there was
neither leisure to dream in romances nor the urge of
frustration tQ inspire hjm.with stories of what he desi-
red from l i f e but could not attain through disabil ity.

It would be idle flattery to claim more for SAVROLA
than its author would claim for i t , and the fact that he
allowed it to remain out of print from 1915 until 1956
[when the Second American Edition was published by Random
House; this edition is the most affordable —Ed.]suggests
that he regarded it as a facet of his br i l l iant youth
outshone by others. S t i l l , SAVROLA deserves to be reprin-
ted again, so many coming events cast in its pages their
shadows before. Not a l l the a r t i f i c ia l i t y of Ruritanian
romance can deprive this book of authentic v i ta l i ty when
it is read with the knowledge of what one day its author
would become. The dreams of a great man are predurable.

Among WSC's three best single volumes, MY EARLY LIFE
and GREAT CONTEMPORARIES have remained in print (see op-
posite) but LADYSMITH had not. Now it's back. Because the
original deserves a review in its own right, these notes
are confined to the quality of the reproduction.

This is a close facsimile of the first edition publish-
ed by Longmans, Green in 1900—the largest facsimile un-
dertaken to date. It relies on photo-reproduction of the
text, which loses some clarity but is preferable to a re-
set (or worse, re-edited) typescript. The hard covers are
excellent, complete with the armoured train drawing but
lacking some gold printing and the spine device of Union
Flag flying full-out over a drooping Transvaal ensign—
possibly in deference to the home market. One serious flaw
is the crude reproduction of two maps in the endpapers;
in the original they were finely printed on light paper
and tipped-in. One would think those willing to pay R19.50
for this copy would not balk at another R2-3 required for
more accurate map reproduction. Maps are important;

Even with these small flaws, however, we welcome this
fine effort. At last a hardbound LADYSMITH untainted by
latterday editors' pencils is within reach of all, and it
is not a cheap reprint. For those lucky enough to own an
original, Griggs' book will let you read the text without
wear and tear. Strongly recommended. —RML

WINTER 1882-1883: AGE 8
Lord and Lady Randolph's political and social prospects

were improving. Lord Randolph had decided that the Fourth
Party should fill a vacuum on the political left and "steal the
Radicals' clothes." He and Sir John Gorst accelerated their
attacks on the Gladstone Liberals, and their own party.

Lady Randolph, recuperating from an illness more serious
than she realized, planned the move into 2 Connaught Place,
near Marble Arch. On the same site only 40 years before, crim-
inals had been publicly executed; in fact, when alterations were
made, a mass grave was found in the cellars! At the time, how-
ever, it was better known as one of the first private homes in
London to have electric lighting.

The Churchills were gradually being accepted back into a
society which had ostracized them because of a dispute involving
the Prince of Wales. Some historians have stated that reconcili-
ation took place at this time, and that Winston and Jack were
presented to the Prince at a dinner given by Lord and Lady
Randolph. According to the official biography the reconcilia-
tion did not take place for another year; though Lady Randolph
accepted an invitation to attend the Queen at Windsor on 14
March, there is no record of Lord Randolph having accompanied
her.

Lady Randolph wrote her husband that Winston had returned
from his unsuccessful first term at school "slangy and loud,"
that he was taking great pleasure in teasing "baby Jack," and
that Lady Randolph would have to "take him in hand." Even
Jack was accusatory. Asked by Sir Henry Drummond Wolff if
he was being good, the little boy replied, "Yes, but brother is
teaching me to be naughty."

WINTER 1932-1933: AGE 58
The winter was mainly spent at Chartwell, but WSC did visit

a French- chateau as guest of the Duke of Westminster in Janu-
ary. With a "remarkable capacity for switching his mind at will
from one capacity to another," as Henry Pelling wrote, WSC
was simultaneously speaking, writing, and fighting major politi-
cal battles on the issues of India and vigilance against a militant
Germany.

Among numerous newspaper articles was a 12-part series in
The News of the World entitled "The World's Great Stories" re-
told by WSC (Woods C208). Churchill also wrote the Foreword
to an upcoming biography of his late friend, Lord Birkenhead
(Woods C213). He continued to work on MARLBOROUGH,
frequently communicating with others about the work, pri-
marily aides Fieling and Ashley and historian G. M. Trevelyan.
Col. Pakenham helped with the military and technical aspects
of Marlborough's campaigns. Edward Marsh assisted in all of
Churchill's writings. Normally, Marsh performed the role of
proofreader, but in "The World's Great Stories" he prepared
a precis of each plot as foundation for WSC's retelling.

Churchill believed that the real threat to England was not
Japan (whose withdrawal from the League of Nations he stopped
short of condemning) or Italy (he praised the "Roman genius"
of Mussolini). It was instead "the tumultuous insurgence of
ferocity and war spirit in Germany," because if Hitler were
to turn on England, only a strong air defense would protect
the island. On the very day the German Reichstag gave Hitler
full dictatorial powers, Ramsay MacDonald described the
Government's disarmament plans to the House. Few MPs or
newspapers supported Churchill's concerns.

WINTER 1907-1908: AGE 33
On return from Africa, Winston's claims to Cabinet appoint-

ment could no longer be denied and most believed his promo-
tion was imminent. King Edward and Herbert Asquith, planning
the latter's succession to ailing Campbell-Bannerman as Prime
Minister, heard gossip that WSC wanted to enter the Cabinet
keeping his post of Under-Secretary. But the King desired an-
other, more suitable office for Winston. On 12 March Asquith
offered WSC either the Colonial Office, the Local Government
Board or the Admiralty; WSC asked for the Colonial Office,
but on 8 April the new Prime Minister chose to offer his young
colleague the Board of Trade.

Churchill was now actively speaking and writing. Having an
opportunity to combine these joys and talents, he told the
Authors' Club of London that "to sit at one's table on a sunny
morning, with four clear hours of uninterruptible security,
plenty of nice white paper, and a Squeezer pen—that is true
happiness."

He frequently spoke on his recent trip to Africa, East Africa's
future development, and Africa and the Cotton Trade-as well
as the need for a progressive social philosophy. Some doubted
his sincerity. Beatrice Webb wrote in her diary, "Winston has
a hard temperament, with the American capacity for the quick
appreciation and rapid execution of new ideas, whilst hardly
comprehending the philosophy beneath them." But Charles
Masterman noted that WSC felt called upon by Providence to
do something for the poor "whom he has just discovered."

On the eve of his Cabinet appointment WSC attended a party
at his mother's. One of the guests was Clementine Hozier.

WINTER 1957-1958: AGE 83
Churchill would have loved his own villa on the Riviera. He

usually spent winters at La Capponcina, owned by Lord Beaver-
brook; or at La Pausa, a large house with a magnificent view
of Monte Carlo, owned by Emry Reves, a literary agent who
handled foreign language rights of the War Memoirs (Woods
A123) and A HISTORY OF THE ENGLISH-SPEAKING
PEOPLES (A138). Before going south, WSC arranged with
Beaverbrook to show some of his paintings in the United States,
at the request of President Eisenhower; these were also shown in
the Beaverbrook Gallery, University of New Brunswick, Canada.

In the middle of January Sir Winston went to stay at La
Pausa. On 18 January the British press reported that Sarah had
been arrested in California, and charged with being drunk. This
was distressing to her parents but Lady Soames writes that Sir
Winston was beginning to "acquire a degree of insulation from
sad and unpleasant news about those he loved." Sarah visited
WSC at La Pausa in February and Lady Churchill joined them
a few days later.

On 17 February Sir Winston lunched with Aristotle Onassis
on his yacht and expressed a desire to go to Monte Carlo to
gamble, but a chest cold rapidly developed into pneumonia.
Within a day, Lord Moran was summoned from England. Sir
Winston responded to treatment but "with hindsight," writes
Lady Soames, "one realizes that this illness marked a turning
point from which his health and strength began a gentle but
inexorable decline." Field Marshal Montgomery paid a "tonic"
visit on 18 March. Despite a recurrence of the pneumonia
and an attack of jaundice, WSC was well enough to return to
Chartwell in time for Easter.
