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LORD STOCKTON
We are saddened to report the death at 92 of the Rt. Hon. The Lord

Stockton, an ICS Honorary Member and, as Harold Macmillan, a gifted
statesman and Prime Minister. A veteran of 63 years in Parliament —
as many as WSC — Lord Stockton remained vigorous almost to the
end: as a leading critic of the present Government in the House of
Lords, he recalled the independent party role Churchill had long
displayed. It is appropriate here to recall Sir Winston's words at the
death of David Lloyd George 41 years ago:

"Much of his work abides, and some of it will grow greatly in the
future, and those who come after us will find the pillars of his life's
toil upstanding, massive and indestructible; and we ourselves,
gathered here today, may indeed be thankful that he voyaged with us
through storm and tumult with so much help and guidance to
bestow.''

IRAN AND ALL THAT
The United States seems poised on the threshold of another of those

periods of self-flagellation which have preoccupied it to its detriment at
least since Viet Nam, and possibly as far back as Yalta. The rights and
wrongs of the Iran affair to one side. President Reagan's failing has been
not his handling of the scandal, but his inability to communicate the
strategic imperatives which convinced him to deal with a despicable
regime. After all, we talk to the Soviets every day. Had the Third Reich
survived, the same people who clamor for detente would call for our ac-
commodation of the needs and problems of Hitler's successors.

I try to refrain from imagining how Sir Winston would handle
modern problems, but of one thing we may be sure: he wouldn't handle
this one this way. His remarks on Iran ("Persia" to him) on our back
cover seem chilling in their relevance and immediacy.

THE PEOPLE'S RADIO
Commonwealth members may find it curious to know that the USA

has a quasi-nationalized broadcasting system, National Public Radio,
which spends much of its time asking for donations, to supplement its
(inadequate) funding from the public till. One reason it has to ask so
often, I think, is that it presents as biased a view of the news as Rolling
Stone. What NPR needs is a lesson in straight newscasting by the
BBC. (You thought the Beeb was slanted?)

On 26 December "The People's Radio" dredged up Professor Henry
Steele Commager to recall Churchill's speech to Congress 45 years ago.
After some inaccurate quotes from same, Commager sighed that of
course, part of Churchill's message was to disarml WSC called WW2
"the unnecessary war" because Germany did not disarm. Alas "we are
today leaders in rearmament, not disarmament." Which caused me to
do something I've vowed never to do: write a letter:

"Can the Professor be serious? Churchill's message was the
diametric opposite: that the German treaty-breaking which caused the
war could only have been prevented by vigilant and fully armed
Western democracies. We are not the "leaders in rearmament," since
the USSR has outspent and outarmed the West for 20 years.

"I will not presume to put more words in Churchill's mouth, but I will
quote him: 'From what I have seen of our Russian friends and allies
during the war, I am convinced that there is nothing they admire so
much as strength, and nothing for which they have less respect than
weakness, especially military weakness. For that reason the old doc-
trine of a balance of power is unsound.' (1946)

"It might also be worth observing that the Churchill memoirs from
which professor Commager inaccurately quotes take as their final
theme: 'How the Great Democracies triumphed, and so were able to
resume the follies which had so nearly cost them their life'."

One might as well protest to Pravda, but I feel better. RML

astonishing claim that Menzies was a
serious alternative to WSC as Prime
Minister. "Sir, if you believe that," the
old Duke said, "you will believe
anything . . . "
• Diary of Disaster: British Aid to
Greece 1940-41 by Robin Higham
(Univ. of Kentucky Press, $27) ap-
pears another of those marvelous
analyses showing how easy it is to
comprehend WSC's mistakes 40 years
after the fact. One supposes aid to
Greece seemed more compelling
when Greece was one of the few allies
Britain had.
• Winston Churchill, Enoch Powell
& The Nation by Howard Pedraza
(London, 186pp softbound $8/£4.95)
compares the careers of both and
argues that ignoring Powell now will
bring about catastrophe comparable

to ignoring Churchill then. You will
not be neutral on this one.
• Churchill Facts by E.N. Rodway
(Edenbridge, Kent, $3) is a 30-page
softbound booklet by a longtime
Chartwell guide, posing and answer-
ing numerous questions about WSC
including one FH has oft been asked:
his height and weight. This one looks
to be indispensible.

A N D C O M I N G U P . . .
Edmund Murray's / Was Chur-

chill's Bodyguard is autobiographic,
Edmund tells us, but heaviest on the
author's years as WSC's detective
(1950-65). Intimate views of Sir
Winston in the final years are scarce,
so this one is welcome. It will be
published by W.H. Allen, London, in
February, $20/£ 12,95.

Ronald A. Smith's Churchill: Im-
ages of Greatness is a world survey of
Churchill statues and memorials
which should prove to be as useful as
Mr. Rodway's work above. This title is
coming from Kevin Francis Ltd, Lon-
don, in June.

UK ACTIVITIES
London, 6 September — Two dozen
members from England and North
America attended the UK Branch
Annual General Meeting at the
Hospitality Inn, Bayswater, which was
followed by a showing of historic films
provided by Geoffrey Wheeler. ICS
chairman Richard Langworth de-
livered the first report of a successful
USA fund drive and plans for the new
Churchill Literary Foundation. UK
members chose a Society tie over a
lapel pin by a large margin; its design
is now being pondered by ICS direc-
tors and Edmund Murray has submit-
ted several motifs for consideration.

Bladon, 30 November — In what has
become an annual event, the Society
held a wreath-laying at Sir Winston's
gravesite, Peter Coombs officiating.
Minor weather damage to the grave-
stone has now been repaired and all is
in good order.

CANADIAN HONORARY MEMBERS
Toronto, November 1st — The ICS
Board of Directors has named its first
Canadian honorary members: Mary
Coyne Jackman of Toronto and
Yousuf Karsh of Ottawa.

Mary Coyne Jackman, D.Litt.S.,
daughter of a late Chief Justice of On-
tario, was named in honor of the

singular efforts of her late husband,
Henry R. Jackman, to memorialize Sir
Winston. An Ontario businessman
who met WSC during World War II,
Mr. Jackman was an ardent admirer
of Churchill's oratory. After he had
established the Jackman Foundation
in 1964 and had met Oscar Nemon,
Mr. Jackman organized a Toronto
Committee to erect a Nemon Chur-
chill sculpture at City Hall. He later
helped sponsor the Churchill statue in
Halifax, Nova Scotia; and a second
Toronto statue commemorating Cana-
dian Airmen. The latter was dedicated
by Her Majesty The Queen in 1984,
five years after Jackman's death.

Mrs. Jackman, the mother of four,
was a prominent volunteer worker for
the Red Cross, the YWCA, the Art
Gallery of Ontario and the White Cross
Guild. As a Regent of Victoria College,
University of Toronto, she directed the
furnishing of "Wymilwood," the
Women's Student Union. Mrs. Jack-
man was made a Grand Dame in the
Military and Hospitalier Order of St.
Lazarus of Jerusalem in 1984, and
received the John G. Diefenbaker
Memorial Foundation's "Canadian
Award" in 1985.

Yousuf Karsh was invited to become
an Honorary Member by David Samp-
son of Dallas, who recalled the suffer-
ing of Karsh's fellow Armenians
related to David by Armenians in his
congregation.

One of the great photographers of
all time, Karsh was a young man
when, in December 1941, he made the
most legendary photo ever taken of
Winston Churchill. This occurred
after WSC had delivered his famous
"some chicken — some neck" speech
to the Canadian Parliament.

"I set up in the speaker's
chambers," Karsh recalled. "I had
perhaps four minutes with Churchill.
He was scowling. Thinking to improve
the portrait I said, 'Excuse me, sir,'
reached out and popped the cigar
from his mouth. He scowled more.
That was perfect! Afterwards he
smiled and said, 'You can make a roar-
ing lion stand still to be photo-
graphed.' "

Many Churchillophiles hold Karsh's
follow-up photo of this "smiling Chur-
chill" even better than the "angry
lion." (It may be found in the fron-
tispiece of the 1954 Illustrated Lon-
don News 80th Birthday Tribute.)

We are honored by the inclusion of
Mrs. Jackman and Mr. Karsh on our
rolls.

We urge you to set aside 31 October
and 1 November for the 1987 AGM -
a week-end of elegance, art and
musical tribute to Sir Winston, with
fond remembrances on a very per-
sonal level by Grace Hambin, OBE,
and an appreciation of his work as
First Lord of the Admiralty by United

The 1987 AGM will further include
a unique musical tribute during the
Friday evening banquet.

As the Saturday evening banquet,
the Arlington Choral Society will
salute the five great English-speaking
democracies by performing the

American, Australian, British, Cana-
dian and New Zealand national an-
thems; and two of Sir Winston's
favorites, "The Battle Hymn of the
Republic" and "Jerusalem."

Our speakers bring two unique ap-
preciations of Sir Winston from vastly
different angles. Grace Hamblin,
longtime personal secretary to the
Churchills and first administrator of
Chartwell, will recall an association
lasting 47 years from her arrival at
Chartwell in 1932 to the death of Lady
Churchill in 1979. Secretary Lehman
will recall Churchill's work as First
Lord in two world wars, and the im-
plications of Churchill's thought for
the role of the modern Navy.

"MY GREATEST impression was the seriousness of
purpose and dedication. The Churchill Society is
no World War II nostalgia club, nor was the con-
vention a social event which people who care little
about Churchill attend because it is 'the thing to
do." Everyone I met had a solid working
knowledge and appreciation of the Great Man, all
had something special to share. I was profoundly
impressed by the number of young people, some
from 3000 miles away."

That was the opinion of a Canadian member on
the Fourth Annual General Meeting of the Interna-
tional Churchill Society. From all corners of North
America, 130 people convened at the Harbourside
Holiday Inn during three days of festivity, conver-
sation, study, debate on and appreciation of Sir
Winston. They represented numerous walks of life
and every age bracket, and they listened with at-
tention to our two guests of honor, James C.
Humes and William Manchester. If future conven-
tions maintain this standard, we need have no
concern for the Society's future.

Registration, display of Churchilliana, and a
tourist information booth operated all day Satur-
day 4th October at the Victorian Room, ably
directed by Mark Steven. Here we met old and
new friends, and learned about the sights to see in
Vancouver, where Expo was in its final week.

Frank Smyth was in charge of organizing the
Demonstration Debate by Vancouver high school
students, who impressively argued the pros and
cons of the resolution "that Winston Churchill
was a true renaissance man." The evident
research and understanding of those young
people was remarkable. As Frank said in sum-
ming up, all too often we hear dreadful tales about
today's young people — "These debates demon-
strate quite the contrary, and that our nation's
future is in good hands."

Saturday afternoon was filled by a philatelic
seminar hosted by the editor of Finest Hour, and
by a film, Jack LeVien's 1974 documentary, "The
Finest Hours." We then adjourned to prepare for
the first of two banquet dinners.

James Humes' "Evening With Mr. Churchill"
had never been seen in this part of Canada, and it
is no exaggeration to say that he brought the
house down. In fact, there was some concern that
the sound system could stand the strain of
Humes/Churchill at maximum decibels, roaring
"NEVER GIVE IN!" into the mike - but it held.
Tremendous is all we can say of James' perform-
ance — the second in a row.

Sunday was left to individual sightseeing,
although Registration remained open. Wiser
heads avoided the huge crowds at Expo, rightly



anticipating that Monday would be lighter. On
Monday morning a brief informal business
meeting was held, followed by a sparsely attended
bibliographic seminar (we blame the absence of
Ron Cohen!), while Dr. Manchester was visiting
Expo and being interviewed by local media.

In the presence of his Honour, Lt. Governor
Rogers of British Columbia and Mrs. Rogers, the
Monday night finale began with toasts to The
Queen and The President. An orchestral ensemble
played O Canada, The Star-Spangled Banner
and God Save the Queen. After dinner, ICS chair-

man Richard Langworth introduced Dr. Man-
chester, with the well-received announcement
that his momentous Churchill biography will now
cover three rather than two volumes. Volume II,
entitled "Alone," will take the story through the
1930s. Dr. Manchester's speech was based on the
Prologue to that volume, describing in rich detail
and admirable language a typical day at Chartwell
during Winston Churchill's "wilderness years."

ICS presented its Eighth Blenheim Award to Dr.
Manchester for his notable contributions to Chur-
chill scholarship, and in appreciation for his talk.

The Churchill Society of Vancouver gave Royal
Doulton Churchill statuettes to both our speakers.
Convention chairman Norman Faiers received a
first edition of Isaiah Berlin's Mr. Churchill in
1940. Through the kindness of Eleanor Newfield,
Frank Smyth and Mark Steven received copies of
Mr Brodrick's Army and For Free Trade.

In presenting the latter, the editor got a rueful
laugh: "I realize it is rather gratuitous, at this
time, for Americans to be giving Canadians books
entitled For Free Trade. However, I have it on the
authority of the publisher that Mark's copy is

Churchill and the Abdication

FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY

EDWARD VIII ABDICATES
December 11, 1936

Popularly known as the wilderness years, the 1930s were definitely
Winston Churchill's age of discontent. Whatever party was in
power, he was still excluded from office. Always the object of intense
suspicion by Labour, he alienated his own Conservative party with
an intransigent stand on dominion status for India.

But by 1936 the country had begun to take notice of his warning
of Germany's aggressive intentions and Britain's failure to develop
an appropriate response. After the Prime Minister, Stanley Baldwin,
admitted that fear of losing the General Election had been a factor in
avoiding rearmament, esteem for Baldwin's leadership dropped
dramatically. On 3 December Winston Churchill was generally ac-
cepted as a plausible alternative to a discredited Prime Minister. Yet,
by 7 December, Churchill was once again a pariah within much of
his own party and disreputable throughout the country.

What happened in those momentous five days in December,
1936, to bring about such a transformation was a public debate on
the intentions of King Edward VIII to marry Wallis Warfield Simp-
son, an American divorcee, who was as yet still married to her
second husband.

Churchill's friendship with the King went as far back as the In-
vestiture of the Prince of Wales in 1911. On the accession, Churchill
predicted that Edward's name "will shine in History as the bravest
and best beloved of all the sovereigns who have worn the island
Crown." Such fealty and affection were required when he heard the
rumours that the King was entertaining the idea of marriage to Mrs.
Simpson. (Years later it was revealed that Edward's father had pro-
nounced what proved to be a more accurate prediction: "When I am
gone the boy will ruin himself within the year.")

In July Churchill was consulted by the King's legal adviser, Walter
Monckton. He advised Monckton to discourage Mrs. Simpson from
divorcing her husband and to counsel the King not to invite her to
Balmoral Castle. Despite the advice, Mrs. Simpson was awarded her
divorce in October and, on 16 November, the King informed the
Prime Minister of his intention to marry her. Baldwin and his
Cabinet were adamant in their opposition to the King's plans.

Churchill declined to join a parliamentary deputation in the hope
that he would retain his influence in Royal circles, but he agreed that
the King must be dissuaded from his plans to marry Mrs. Simpson.

On 25 November Baldwin invited Churchill to a meeting which
included the Opposition leaders, Clement Attlee and Archibald
Sinclair. The Labour and Liberal leaders agreed not to form a govern-
ment if Baldwin resigned, but Neville Chamberlain suspected that
Churchill was "moving mysteriously in the background" in an at-
tempt to supplant the Tory leader.

The fateful five days began on 3 December when The Times made
reference to a "marriage incompatible with the Throne." In Parlia-
ment Churchill asked for assurance that the Government would take
no action until Parliament had been informed.

Privately, Churchill favoured the King's request to make a broad-
cast in the hope of winning public support. But Baldwin advised the
King that such action would be "thoroughly unconstititutional." The
King then asked permission to see Churchill, "an old friend with
whom he could talk freely." On the evening of 4 December Chur-
chill arrived at Fort Belvedere, Edward's residence. "On the way
down," he later wrote, "I had made up my mind that never having
been consulted at all for so many months, I would not advise on any
point except one, viz: time. He must have full time for his decision.
During the course of a long evening I confined myself strictly to this
point."

The King later recorded that Churchill's parting remarks were:
"Sir, it is a time for reflection. You must allow time for the battalions
to march."

On 6 December, Churchill published his position in the press. "I
plead for time and patience. . . . There is no question of any conflict
between the King and Parliament. . . . The question is whether the
King is to abdicate upon the advice of the Ministry of the day. . . .
They have no right whatever to put pressure upon him to accept
their advice by soliciting beforehand assurances from the Leader of
the Opposition that he will not form an alternative administration in
the event of their resignation and thus confronting the King with an
ultimatum."

Response to his press statement was mixed. Friends thought it wa,s
magnificent but others wanted the matter settled at once.

Although privately he requested that the King agree not to enter
into any contract of marriage contrary to the advice of His Ministers,
publicly he demanded, for the third time, that "no irrevocable step
be taken before the House had received a full statement."

To this plea the House exploded with "one of the angriest
manifestations I have ever heard directed against any man in the
House of Commons," noted Lord Winterton. In retaliation, Chur-
chill shouted at Baldwin, "you won't be satisfied until you've broken
him, will you?" and stomped out of the House, convinced his
political career was finished.

But his outburst may not have been spontaneous. Harold
Nicolson's diary records comments by Robert Boothby: "I knew that
Winston was going to do something dreadul. I had been staying the



weekend with him. He was silent and restless and glancing into
corners. Now when a dog does that, you know that he is about to be
sick on the carpet. It is the same with Winston. He managed to hold
it for three days, and then comes up to the House and is sick right
across the floor. . . . He has undone in five minutes the patient
reconstruction work of two years."

To Churchill, Boothby wrote: "you have delivered a blow to the
King, both in the House and in the country, far harder than any that
Baldwin ever conceived of . . . and you have done it without any
consultation with your friends and supporters."

In a career of many vicissitudes this parliamentary rebuff was a
nadir comparable to Gallipoli. But to Winston Churchill, loyalty was
a virtue to be honoured whatever the cost. The King had bestowed
his friendship on him and he reciprocated with steadfast support,

although he had grave reservations personally about the monarch's
course of action.

He listened to the abdication broadcast of "His Royal Highness
Prince Edward" while at Chartwell. The public condemnation of his
stance was of little brother, but he was much angered that the ab-
dication was "altogether premature and probably quite
unnecessary."

Winston Churchill's political fortunes were now quite bleak, but
he quickly discovered that much of the country still shared his fear
of events in Europe. Indeed, on the very evening of the day he was
jeered in the Commons, his speech to the "1922 Committee" of
Conservative backbenchers was very well received.

The road to power was to be a little longer and fraught with many
more trials, but it would lead inexorably to May, 1940. •

Early this year a small party of New
England College trustees, from Con-
toocook's neighbouring village of Hen-
niker, visited their UK campus here in
Arundel, where they were welcomed by
members of the Town Council. As your
two HQs are so close, it must be rewarding
to realise the closeness is spiritual as well
as physical.

On the 22nd anniversary of the death of
Sir Winston, I hope you will find space to
print the following lines which I composed
at the time of his death, for which I am
proud to have acknowledgement from
Lady Churchill and Grace Hamblin:

"A heavy silence stills the land, deep
grief engulfs its heart. A vibrant voice is
silent, a writer's hand is still, an artist's
brush is quivered, a fighter's sword is
sheathed. A mighty oak has fallen, a
stalwart hero dies.

"A legend in his lifetime, he strode the
broad world stage with vision, voice and
vigour, example, faith and will; he in-
spired, uplifted, rallied, encouraged,
strengthened, led.

"Gave purpose, hope and freedom to
the listless lost and dazed; brought

honour, pride and lustre to his country
and his name.

"Provided our tomorrows — enriched
our yesterdays.

"Farewell Old Warrior! England's
greatest son, your tremendous life is over,
your selfless duty done. No man was e'er
your equal, no man can ever be. You wove
a golden thread through history's
tapestry.

"Sadly we commit you to the bosom of
your Cod, proudly we'll remember that
we tread where you have trod."

This makes no claim to greatness in any
sense, yet a scrutiny will reveal references
to the great man's many characteristics,
facets of his life, that at all times he
represented all things to all men.

Cdr. Kodrebski had commanded one of
the three Polish destroyers which went to
England just before the war started, while
Capt. Stoklasa had served as the Polish
naval attache to England before the war.

"Whirled along the shoulders of the
crowds, I was carried to the steps of
the Town Hall, where nothing would
content them but a speech which,
after becoming reluctance, I was in-
duced to deliver."

"Writing a book is an adventure. To
begin with it is a toy, an amusement;
then it becomes a mistress, and then a
master, and then a tryant. [Then] you
slay the monster and strew him about
to the public."

In default of a smell the
next best pnemonic is a tune."

"WHEN does one first begin to remember? When do the waving
lights and shadows of dawning consciousness cast their print
upon the mind of a child? My earliest memories . . . "

. . . of Winston Churchill are from my grandfather. Perched
at his feet, my brothers and I would be regaled with his stories
of the First World War. Growing up in what is now northern
Yugoslavia had put him in the midst of that conflict. His
memories as a foot soldier were less of the great and powerful
than of comrades, family, friends. Occasionally in the midst
of a story he would be overcome with emotion. Moments such
as this had the greatest impact on me. The names of his
fellow soldiers meant little, but every so often he would refer
to the wartime leaders — and here I first remember hearing
the name Winston Churchill.

In later years history books, reruns of Mike Wallace's
"Biography," and studies of the Second World War rounded
out a portrait of Churchill, having been a actor as far back as I
can remember, and having seen several now-classic one-man
performances, I thought it would be challenging to write and
perform a piece based on Churchill's life. At Northwestern
University, I was afforded the opportunity.

My first plan was to present in 90 minutes material from
Churchill's entire life - but I was 21, weighed 170 pounds
and had a full head of hair. Further research made it clear
that I should concentrate on the lesser known early years,
where I had a coincidental physical similarity. Here I could
use all my youthful energies to bring young Winston, the
man behind the public image, to the stage.

From the start, however, I had wanted to present an au-
dience with "Churchill the man." People know of his great
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historical role, his bulldog tenacity, his wartime voice. But
almost everyone I talked with was surprised to hear of his
troubles in school, his mischievous antics and the tribula-
tions of his early professional life. Here was a rare opportun-
ity; to explore the influences and inspirations of one of the
most influential men of the 20th century.

Three months of intense research, followed by an even
more demanding two-month rehearsal period, culminated in
a premiere performance at Northwestern as part of my senior
thesis, "One Shall Rise." Subsequent drafts, of which there
have been five to date, saw the piece evolve into a tender, car-
ing portrait of a man whom I have grown to respect and to love
- not merely for the effect he had on the world, but as a son,
husband, father, writer, painter: a man.

* * * * *
"HAVING bought the colours, an easel and a canvas, the next
step was to begin. But what a step to take." The bibliography
I had compiled contained a lifetime of writing which I had to
sift through in three months. I soon focused on Churchill's
My Early Life, Thoughts and Adventures and London to
Ladysmith via Pretoria. To these I added Lord Moran's
Struggle for Survival (historically misleading but with cer-
tain personality clues to WSC's younger days), and Lady
Soames' endearing Clementine Churchill.

With this material I still felt a dilemma as editor - there
was so much. I thought my first draft had succeeded until I
realized that I had "judiciously" whittled the material down
to four hours! My only consolation was that all my research
was preserved, bundled and docketed.

I had now accumulated a four-inch-high stack of index
