Scottish-style weather was in store.

THE LARGEST mesting in ICS history convened on the
weekend of August 27-28th, at The Mount Washington,
a 1902 resort hotd in New Hampshire's White Moun-
tains. Our guests numbered 140 members, spouses
and friends from Yorkshire to Hawaii, Vancouver to
Jacksonville, New Brunswick to California. Despite
lingering effects of a record heatwave, which at times
made the usually cool and dry (but un-air-conditioned)
hotel muggy — and the placing of some of us in rooms
most humorously described as " Camp for Adults" — it
was a superb tribute to the memory of Sir Winston, a
celebration of our 20th Anniversary, an educational ex-
perience spiced with a variety of leisure activities.

Also — and much to the relief of our harried general
treasurer, George Lewis — when the last bill had been
paid, we were gill $26 to the good! All of which bodes
wel for the Ninth International AGM in London,
England on August 19/20th, 1989.

of Lyme, New Hampshire, had set up an intriguing ex-
hibit of Churchilliana: everything from Sir Winston's
ivory-capped walking stick to inscribed first editions
(one of the five or six originals of Mr. Brodrick's Army
known in the world; a copy of Europe Unite signed,
"To Clemmie from Winston"), rare brass, china and
porcelain, dominated by the famous bust of Churchill
by Jacob Epstein. In an adjoining glass case were the
makings of our upcoming specia publication, The
Chartwell Bulletins 1935; various letters to the Society
dating back to Lady Churchill's acceptance of honorary
membership in July 1968; and one of the magnificent
"Finest Hour" porcelains, showing WSC c. 1940 on
the steps of Number Ten (cover, FH 55).

Barbara and Harriet Langworth of New Hampshire
and Michael Gottlieb of Texas spelled each other at the
registration desk, where an attractive range of publica
tions, ephemera and books was on sde — some items
by kind donation of ICS, Churchillbooks and the Chur-
chill Literary Foundation. Eleanor Dalton-Newfield's
Churchilliana Company provided 12 copies of a very
hard-to-find book: Professor Max Schoenfeld's The




War Ministry of Winston Churchill. These, plus copies
of Max's Life and Times (supplied by the author), and
Ray Callahan's Churchill/Retreat From Empire were
snapped up by delegates eager to have them
autographed at our Sunday Symposium.

After lunch we met in the LaFayette Room, where
directors and chapter heads briefed members on current
ICS business and upcoming plans. Merry Alberigi of
San Anselmo, Cdlifornia then took the floor to present
her dide presentation of "Winston Churchill as
Painter," a mgjor hit.

Merry had offered us this lecture only after she was
able to arrange to come, and it was not on the origina
program — but it proved one of the most popular events
of the weekend. "Everyone there was aware to varying
degrees that Churchill painted," one member said.
"'But few really bothered to study and to appreciate his
work. Mrs. Alberigi skillfully conveyed his remarkable
talent and gave her personal interpretation of many of
his works."

While the day's events were going on, Karen and
David Sampson were aboard our limousine enroute
Portland, Maine, to meet Jane and Alistair Cooke —
whose luggage was promptly lost by Bar Harbor
Airlines. The tableau during which they tried in vain to
recheck the plane (where it was al the time) was worthy
of a Henny Youngman skit: "Name?" "Cooke."
"First name?' "Alistair." "Where you from?"
"Where is my luggage is the blank-blank question!"

Happily, the luggage caught up with the Cookes dur-
ing Alistair's afternoon press conference, which he led
off by disconcerting remark: "Now then — what would
you like me to tell you about Dan Quayle?" (The
Republican vice-presidential nominee was at the time
wishing his troubles were confined to lost luggage.)

"Oh, but we want to hear about Winston Churchill,"
sad the lady from the Manchester Union Leader.
"Churchill?," said our guest, feigning disappointment.
"And | thought you'd want me to talk about Dan
Quayle! Churchill — let me see now. That's ancient
history. I'll have to think about that."

But when he got going it was non-stop, and we are
pleased to record that these members of the media had
sudied the subject well enough to frame many
penetrating questions. quite a contrast from the shrill
types we heard last year.

After a reception in the Conservatory, our evening
party of 120 was led to dinner by the Fred Petra Or-
chestra, who had entertained them with "Music of the
Forties" — and who now played, after al were at their
tables, the national anthems of countries represented:
USA, UK and Canada. Alistair Cooke's after-dinner
speech was like an hour-long introduction to "Master-
piece Theater," the role — minor in his long
journalist's career — in which he is best-known in the
USA at the moment.

With the penetrating wisdom and insight his au-
diences in Britain and North America know well,
Alistair spoke of "Churchill in Retrospect” — as he
really was in his time, and not as we have imagined him
with the benefit of hindsight.

"Churchill was not, as generations have depicted
him, alonely, heroic figure with whom — had we been
there — we would have sided," he declared. "Chur-
chill was isolated, rejected, and not quite trusted — and
had we been there I'm afraid we would have sided with
Chamberlain." It was a chalenging view — and it has
a lot to recommend itself to thinking Churchillophiles.
(Mr. Cooke's speech will be published in full in our
1988 Proceedings booklet, the details of which are on

page 3.)

Sunday morning and early afternoon were set aside
for a new feature of conventions which — if the
response to it is any indication — will be repeated, often
in future. It was the first ICS Symposium, moderated by
Dean Hal Elliott Wert of the Kansas City Art Institute.

Featured were two papers. "Churchill's Role in the
Allocation of Aircraft Between Bomber and Coastal
Commands," by Professor Maxwell P. Schoenfeld of
the University of Wisconsin at Eau Claire; and "The
Road to Bretton Woods: Winston Churchill and Im-
perial Finance," by Professor Theodore A. Wilson of
the University of Kansas. There followed a summary
and evaluation of the two papers by Professor Raymond
A. Cdlahan of the University of Delaware; Callahan
then took a look at the state of Churchill Studies today
— what has been done, and what remains to be done.
Spirited discussion by a well-versed audience followed.
(These papers and Dr. Callahan's remarks will also be
published in our Proceedings.)

Max Schoenfeld looked at the varied, contradictory
demands of the two wartime fighting air commands and
concluded that for many reasons — strategic, political




and psychological — bomber command won. Ted
Wilson showed how wartime developments virtually in-
sured the demise of a separate and independent sterling
area, and Britain's acquiescence to the monetary deci-
sions made right here in 1944.

By 6PM, New Hampshire Governor John H. Sununu
and his wife Nancy had joined us in the conservatory,
and in due course occurred our second black tie banquet
in the Sun Dining Room. Tonight, ICS had engaged the
Brettonian Singers — young members of the hotel staff
under Fred Petra's direction — to follow each of five
toasts to the "member nations" of ICS with their na-
tional anthems. This music, much of it new to them,
the Brettonians handled masterfully, returning later to
sing two stanzas of Sir Winston's favorite American
air, "The Battle Hymn of the Republic," an inspiring
rendition.

Governor Sununu took as his theme Churchill's con-
cern with the advancement of technology through
higher education. Himself an engineer, Sununu noted
how the visionary Sir Winston realized the urgent need
for technical graduates in the world of science that
opened after the war. The Governor aso took pride in
the fact that New Hampshire ("as usua a step ahead")
named WSC an honorary citizen aweek beforethe USA.

The Hotel: Wdll . . .

The plusses, which were many, ought to be men-
tioned first. The location and site, the wrap-around
porch with magnificent mountain vistas, and the elegant
lobby were impressive. Severa members planning to
stay elsewhere checked in when they saw these. The
daff was much better than average hotel saff —
courteous and attentive. The entertainment, both that
which ICS had booked specialy and the Saturday night
floor show, was excellent. A great many members
played golf; others enjoyed horseback riding, swim-
ming, tennis, hiking, carriage and bicycle riding. Aside
from some problems with ill-cooked and occasionally
tough pieces of prime rib, the banquet meals were fine;
and the breakfasts were fantastic.

Unfortunately, al these postive attributes were
balanced (or eliminated) in the opinion of many by the
condition of a certain number of rooms, which varied,
as we put it to one manager, from "Early Oklahoma
Bordello Gothic" to very near "Flophouse Level" in
quality and furnishings.

We've not quite finished with The Mount Washington
over this issue, and it would be premature to discuss it
further here. Suffice it to say that we are in the process
of surveying our members to determine exactly who got
what, and they will be hearing from us in detail on this
matter, and the outcome.

In the meantime, while we are very likely to convene
in New England again, many members of the present
hotd gaff, and this Society, have been embarrassed;
present attitudes entirely prevent our ever reconsidering
this hotel, despite al its good points;, and future im-
provements alone will not change the situation.
