# John O'Sullivan writes: "When news reports suggest that horrific
events are taking place in Britain, I usually find that a telephone call to my
mother cuts them down to size. The reports of "mad cow" disease saw me tele-
phoning... Was she eating beef? 'Unfortunately not,' she replied, 'The radio re-
ported that Salisbury's had cut their best beef prices by half. But by the time I
got there, they had sold out. I was really irritated.' No scientific link between
BSE (which maddens cows) and Creutzfelt-Jakob disease which attacks hu-
mans has been established...the cattle that might have been infected have al-
ready been removed from the food chain. Even if the experts' most hypotheti-
cal fears turn out to be right, millions of people have already been
infected...they won't get sicker. Such scares serve to extend government
power—and so the power of experts. But that does not explain the hysteria
gripping the eminent. Our elites are increasingly shielded from reality. This
makes them unprepared for unpleasantness and vulnerable to myths, panics
and magical thinking when unpleasantness occurs." Churchill would say: "If
we lose faith in ourselves, then indeed our story is told...all that the croakers
predict will come true, and our ruin will be swift and final."

# In several places this issue one reads or senses feelings of despair
over the lack of "Churchills" today. I believe we will find our Churchills when
we need them. At present we are safer, as George Will reminds us, than at any
time this century since about 1910. A more salient datum is that we are intellec-
tually healthy enough to recognize the need for Churchills—not out of nostal-
gia for the original, but because our nations have always produced them, at
least as far back as the time of Pitt and Washington.

It is St. George's Day 1996. On St. George's Day 1933 Churchill said,
"We ought to weather any storm that blows at least as well as any other exist-
ing system of human government. We are at once more experienced and more
truly united than any people in the world." Here in Britain and America,
Canada and Australia, where most of us were born and choose to live, these
lands need us all as their devoted bodyguards. They need us however quarrel-
some; however disparate our views; however pronounced our separations.
And we should be grateful, whatever our differences, to be facing a new mil-
lennium under systems of government Churchill exalted and saved. I do be-
lieve the time is overdue to profess, as he did, our continuing faith in the Great
Democracies, and in their institutions.

replica Despatch Boxes from the House
of Commons. Mr. Hall says Churchill
had a "unique and unbeatable record" of
having thumped on one of the old (pre-
1941) and both of the new (post-1950)
Despatch Boxes. First, as a member of
the Shadow Cabinet in 1929-31,
Churchill would probably have spoken
from the opposition box, placing all four
boxes under the Churchillian thump.
Second, unlike Churchill, Clement Attlee
thumped (if he was prone to thumping)
the same four boxes as a party leader
before May 1941, when the old House
Chamber was destroyed, and as Prime
Minister and Opposition Leader from
1950, when the next boxes arrived,
through 1955.

Lord Randolph is still not al-
lowed to die without mention of
syphilis, but only a single mention
survives, and Professor Foster (one
of his biographers) qualifies it by
saying no one can be sure. The
film also asserts that in 1919
"while Lloyd George was at the
Paris peace conference, Churchill
sent troops to Russia." Some
14,000 troops were already in Rus-
sia when Churchill became Minis-
ter of War, and he stayed in touch
with Lloyd George on this issue
whenever they were apart, never
countermanding his chief.

WGBH Channel 2 is to be con-
gratulated. World War II and the
Roosevelt-Churchill-Stalin rela-
tionship are described well and
honestly; family triumphs and
tragedies are handled with sensi-
tivity; the sad majesty of the fu-
neral is conveyed memorably in
just a few moments.

In Peace, Goodwill
NEW YORK, DEC. 8TH— A new
study by ICS hon. member Sir
Martin Gilbert suggests a way to
resolve the problem of who rules
Jerusalem, a compromise with
Churchillian overtones.

Gilbert would keep an undi-
vided Jerusalem as Israel's capital
while allowing Arab residents in-
stitutional ties with the emerging
Palestinian Authority on the West
Bank and Gaza. "If the pace and
direction of current autonomy
agreements are maintained," he
writes, "there ought to be a politi-
cal way forward that could satisfy
both Israeli and Palestinian aspi-
rations, while maintaining the cur-
rent growth and expansion."

Sten Sale
LONDON, NOV. 17TH (Reuter) - A
Sten sub-machine gun that
Churchill once used for target
practice was sold at auction in
London £10,125 ($15,760) to the
chairman of the British-based
Churchill Insurance Company.
The deactivated Sten Mark III was
one of a large collection of weapons
which WSC kept at Chartwell in
his target practice arsenal. Martin
Long, chairman of Churchill In-
surance, which has no connection
with the family, plans to put the
gun on display in his office.

WSC Makes a Profit
LONDON, DECEMBER 5TH—The
British government today sold its
remaining 1.8% stake in British
Petroleum, the last of a majority
holding acquired in World War I
under the initiative of First Lord
of the Admiralty Winston
Churchill. The government sold its
last 101 million shares to invest-
ment bank SBC Warburg, which
in turn placed the stock with insti-
tutional investors. Dealers said
the shares were sold for 513p per
share, which would value the gov-
ernment's stake at about £520 mil-
lion. The British government paid
£2 million in 1914 for a controlling
two-thirds stake in the company,
bought to secure Royal Navy oil
supplies. The government began
gradually to reduce its holding in
the late 1970s; the largest divest-
ment, of 31.5%, occurred in 1987.

Seeing Above the Clouds
Churchill's Challenge for the <90s

by Dr. David Sampson (excerpts)
At the dawn of the 21st century

the winds of change are blowing,
and storm clouds gather that can be
overwhelming and depressing—not
unlike the kind Winston Churchill
described in The Gathering Storm in
1948. I cannot forget his terse, apt
description of the years and months
before the Nazi Blitzkrieg: "The
future was heavy with forebod-
ing...mighty forces were adrift; the
void was open, and into that void
after a pause, there strode a maniac
of ferocious genius, the repository
and expression of the most virulent
hatreds that have ever darkened
and corroded the human breast."

What set Churchill apart was his
ability to see above the clouds. He
possessed the strategic vision of vic-
tory; he refused to accept the seem-
ing inevitability of defeat.

Around the world today, leaders
with traits similar to Hitler's direct
power hungry dictatorships and
uprisings with the same sadism and
cruel determination: in Bosnia,
Chechnia, Northern Ireland. Russia
is at a crossroads; what will happen
next is anyone's guess. There is as
well the gloom and doom we read of
constantly in economic forecasts:
news of vast industry cutbacks, ris-
ing unemployment, deflation or
inflation. Mighty forces are again
adrift, and the void is open...

Where then on the national >»
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or international scene is a leader
who sees above the clouds, who
refuses to accept defeat, who articu-
lates a vision of hope and victory
over the forces that would debase
human dignity and rob us of oppor-
tunity and prosperity?

I believe Churchill's challenge for
the Nineties is to acquire the essen-
tial qualities of leadership and abili-
ty to look above the clouds: to see
into the distant future, unwilling to
accept the inevitability of defeat, be
it the defeat of a declining economy
or inadequate public schools, the col-
lapse of family structures, or the war
zones of inner city streets.
Churchill's challenge for the
Nineties is a challenge for leaders to
articulate a vision of hope and con-
quest over the forces that would
debase human dignity.

Most think of Churchill as a
model statesman and war leader,
and certainly he was. But the ulti-
mate challenge he would give us
today is to produce Churchillian
leaders, in our schools, cities and
states, as well as our countries. $
